Name

Advocacy Representative

Article II
Purpose

The Advocacy Representative of the Virginia AHPERD shall serve as its primary legislative representative. They will chair all Advocacy Committee meetings.

Article III
Organization

The Advocacy Representative is elected by the association membership and assumes office at the closing of the annual convention, prior to the post-convention board meeting.

Article IV
Responsibilities

Section 1:	Attend the new officer orientation and the reception the year of election.

Section 2:	Attend all board and advocacy committee meetings.

Section 3:	During the year:

1. Plan, convene, and conduct the advocacy committee meetings.
a. At convention
b. Monthly during the legislative session
c. Quarterly outside of legislative session
2. Appoint two new committee members annually.
3. Represent Virginia AHPERD during the annual Virginia Legislative Assembly.
4. Hold an annual meeting with legislators/policymakers, and disseminate legislative information to the membership.
5. Submit legislative report to the Virginia Journal, website, and Communicator concerning legislation affecting membership and/or actions of the committee.
a. Items concerning legislation that impact membership should be submitted during the legislative sessions.
b. Actions of the committee should be submitted for the spring and fall publications, as well as posted to the website.
6. Encourage membership to participate in various legislative support programs on state and national levels.
7. Attend or designate a representative to attend any event, which they deem appropriate to promote the legislative goals of the association.
8. Send Convention invitations to:
a. Appropriate state legislators
b. Appropriate elected official for the area in which the hotel is located
9. Select and obtain a convention speaker for advocacy programming.
10. Prepare a written report and submit to the executive director one week prior to the first board of directors meeting at the annual convention.
