Article I
Name

President-Elect

Article II
Purpose

The President-Elect shall act for the President in their absence, death, or resignation. They serve at the request of the President and perform those tasks and responsibilities which prepare them for the presidency.

Article III
Organization

The President-Elect is elected by the association membership and assumes office at the closing of the annual convention, prior to the post-convention board meeting.

Article IV
Responsibilities

Section 1:	Immediately following the RA, receive the Virginia AHPERD manual from the Past President.

Section 2:	Attend orientation for new board members and all board and executive committee meetings.

Section 3:	During the year:

1. Establish goals during their term of office as President aligned with the association strategic plan.
2. Establish and have ongoing communication with division Vice President-Elects.
3. Submit a President-Elect message to Journal editor for the spring and fall Journal.
4. Become familiar with operating codes of all officers.
5. Preside in the absence of the President.
6. Attend the SHAPE AMERICA/NAHPL President-Elect's Leadership Conference.
7. Attend the SHAPE America/NAHPL Southern District Leadership Conference.
8. Present strategic plan at summer board meeting.
9. Represent Virginia AHPERD at SHAPE America Southern District and SHAPE AMERICA or NAHPL conventions.
10. Present the next year's appointments, as needed, to standing committees, coordinator positions, and the Future Educator Council advisor for approval at summer board meeting.
11. Appoint a parliamentarian for the presidential year.
12. Submit a roster of all appointments for publication in the Journal and on the web site to the executive director.
13. Prepare the post-convention board meeting agenda in conjunction with the executive director and President.
14. Appoint Future Educator Council faculty advisor.
15. Select theme for next convention.
16. Evaluate the executive director, journal editor, and newsletter editor.

Section 4:	At the Convention

1. Receive gavel at end of the RA, make remarks, and assume duties of President.
2. Plan a reception and new officer orientation meeting immediately following the RA.

Article V
Appointments

The President-Elect is responsible for appointing the following roles on an as needed basis:
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
