●  Funding for Physical Education (PE) can be a struggle. The amounts available tend to be 
small, and programs are often tightly tailored to specific interests. Still, good options exist. 
There are also tools that allow physical education programs to find just the right kind of 

funding for their needs.  Click here for a list of grants.   
 
●  The USAPA High School Grant Program assists high school PE teachers, working with a 
USAPA member, to acquire start-up pickleball equipment for regular physical education 
classes and after school programs.  The maximum grant amount is up to $350.  To apply, go 
www.usapa.org.
